The Williamson County Public Library Sys-
tem has added an eAudio collection of children’s
and young adult titles to its NetLibrary database.
Using the NetLibrary Media Center, library pa-
trons can search for, check out and download
eAudiobooks to a computer or directly to their per-
sonal player. The new collection includes popular
titles such as The Diary of a Wimpy Kid along with
classics and children’s favorites.

“We are pleased to add this content to the
library collection as it enables Apple iPod users to
access library resources remotely. This increases
our NetLibrary eAudio collection to 980 titles
available for free to our patrons, said Janice Keck,
Library Director. “The One-Click Audio books are
always available—there’s no waiting list to
download a new title. Library patrons can enjoy
quick and easy downloading. It’s one click from
media center to their player.”

Steve Martini: Rule of Nine. A bit of a sequel to Martini’s earlier
Guardian of Lies, this 11th entry in the defense attorney Paul
Madriani series actually has little to do with legal proceedings —
it is more like a spy thriller, involving two villains: a serial killer
dubbed the “Mexicutioner,” known as Liquida and a new charac-
ter, “Thorn,” whose bad intentions center around a terrorist at-
tack on the U.S. We never did discover what the “rule” was, and
indeed wish Martini would return to his legal thrillers, leaving
spy-craft and such to the likes of DeMille and Clancy.

Nelson DeMille: The Lion. In DeMille’s 2000 novel The Lion’s
Game, the villain, brutal terrorist Asad Khalil, does a good job at
exterminating those Americans responsible for killing his family
in the 1980’s bombing raids on Libya, but he escapes with his
work undone. In this sequel, the “Lion” (Khalil) returns to en-
gage his old foe, ex-NYPD, now terrorist task force member,
John Corey. Meanwhile, with Khalil bent on finishing not only
his work, but “capping” all those that impeded him the last time,
as well as repay Al Qaida for their help, the plot twists and
turns, keeping us up half the night to see how it all plays out.
Terrific suspense.
